Site Improvement Plan

The Kongorong staff attended the Literacy Guarantee Conference
that was held at the Wulanda Recreation and Convention Centre on
Monday 31 July. The key note speaker was Bill Hansberry who focused
on - Effective Classroom Practice: Literacy for All.

Bill is a director at Fullarton House Assessment, Therapy and Teaching.
He has been a specialist multisensory teacher (wave three) for fifteen
years, seeing students in his private practice at Fullarton House for
reading remediation, counselling and mentoring.

Bill focused on the ‘what’ of structured literacy teaching, exploring
structured synthetic phonics, phonology and morphology and the
importance of review. He also spoke about the Cognitive load theory.

Other Workshops that were presented by LGU Literacy Coaches
included - Phonics R-2, Spelling R-6, Dyslexia and Assessing Reading.

Teaching staff will be focussing on Questioning as part of the Fab 4 for
term 3 Teaching Sprint.
